The quiet work of the Banner Bookfund

Inspired by ‘Mrs. Spurgeon’s Book Fund’ of the 1870s, the Banner Bookfund supplies ministers, missionar-
ies, seminaries, and needy individuals around the world with books, either free of charge or at heavily sub-
sidized prices. The Bookfund is supported by the revenues derived from the sales of Banner books and by
gifts from individuals. It is a quiet but effective work, described by Sinclair B. Ferguson as ‘stealth-bombing
the gospel’, with Bookfund books always being sent out to different parts of the world from our UK ware-
house.
